COMMISSIONER REPORTS: 
 

Commissioner Mannix complimented Director John Doss and the staff of the Public Works 
Department for their outstanding work at removing the snow after the recent blizzard. Commissioner 
Harris echoed his sentiments. Commissioner Hosty stated that he was impressed by the amount of 
residents he saw helping neighbors shovel, indicating that both he and the Mayor helped out others 
in-between doing their own properties. Mayor Calderone added that the elected officials and office 
staff fielded a large amount of calls following the snow event, most of which were questioning when 
the sidewalks would be completed, and found that once the action plan for snow removal is 
explained, generally callers are understanding and grateful. Overall, residents seemed pleased with 
the progress.  
 
Mayor Calderone made the following announcements:   AARP Tax Aide will be present at the 
Community Center every Monday & Tuesday until April 7th to assist seniors and low income 
residents with their tax preparation; Soup & Bread events will be held on various dates at Old School 
Tavern and Grill; A “Girls Nite” will be held at the Community Center on February 27th; and Senior 
Bingo at the Community Center will take place on February 26th.
