PUBLIC COMMENT

Mr. Kevin E. Scott of 255 S. Marion, Oak Park stated that the YMCA was quoted in the newspaper
as being a hybrid of a Hotel/Apartment.

Mr. Daniel Fore of 1116 Garfield, Oak Park stated that on January 30", there was an article in the
Wednesday Journal quoting West Cook YMCA President, Scott Gaalas as saying that the YMCA is
a hybrid between a hotel and an apartment building, residents don’'t have leases, they pay for the
week and the YMCA pays the hotel tax for the first 30 days. Mr. Fore further stated that in response
to a FOIA request from the Village of Oak Park, they Village stated that the YMCA does not have a
business license because they are not required to have one due to their not-for-profit status. In
addition the Village of Oak Park stated that the YMCA does not pay hotel taxes due to the fact that
the YMCA is not considered a hotel. Mr. Fore stated that his point was to bring to the attention of
the Village of Forest Park the serious issue that the YMCA makes untrue statements to the public
land the newspaper because the YMCA is moving to Forest Park.

property tax revenue than expected. Commissioner Hoskins further stated that he has worked with
the Village Administrator and the Finance Director to keep the departments’ budget requests at no
more than a 5% increase over FY 08. Commissioner Hoskins requested that the Mayor schedule a
budget workshop for the Village Council and Department Heads to discuss the FY 09 budget. Last,
Commissioner Hoskins congratulated Fire Chief Glinke and his wife on the birth of their son this
week.

Commissioner Curry wished a Happy Mother’s day to all Mom’s in attendance and to his own Mom.

Commissioner Hosty requested a copy of the revised department budget for his department prior to
the budget workshop from Commissioner Hoskins.

Commissioner Tellalian noted that the Forest Park Review stated that the Village needs to name its

parks and reported that the Recreation Board is and has been working on assigning names to all of
the Village-owned parks.

ADJOURNMENT

There being no further business to be addressed, Commissioner Hosty motioned to adjourn the
meeting. Commissioner Curry seconded the motion. The motion carried.
